____ Be working on your science fair project.  You should have your experiment designed by class on Thursday with a list of required materials in hand!  If yo are having difficulty coming up with a specific experiment or method, it usually indicates that your topic is too broad. You will need to do some more research about your topic of interest to inspire you to ask more questions.  For instance:  Daniel, it might be difficult to get the instruments to actually measure the physical size and/or evaluate other physical aspects of the color-blind eye.
