Biography Project Guidelines

A very famous scientist has been invited t speak before a large assembly in your town.  YOU are the only person who knows anything about him/her and the mayor has asked you to introduce him or her.

Prepare some sort of introduction – a flyer, poster, PowerPoint presentation, a webpage, an oral speech – something – to tell your audience the following:

Who the person is.

When he/she lived.

Where he/she lived.

What he/she is famous for.

WHY this audience should stay and listen to this person.

Your information should come from the biography you read and should let the teacher know you read the whole book – not just the back cover!

Be sure to cite your source(s) properly.  Go to my website, Resources page and look for a link to citations pages if you’re not sure of the proper format to use.  (There IS a proper format!)
