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Tutorial Requirements and Commitments Agreement

As a provider of educational services, I  partner with parents to deliver sound education in the areas I offer.  It is my desire to see that every student has the opportunity to access the material presented in the weekly lessons through a number of learning mediums.  I.e. video clips, audio recordings, films, hands-on labs etc.  My greatest joy is helping children ‘learn to learn’ and I will diligently work with families toward that end goal.

This means that the face-to-face class time is not the end-all for each student’s class experience.  There is quite a bit of outside learning required and I expect that parents will be monitoring their own child’s weekly progress.  Below are listed my expectations of my students and my commitments to them.

Homework:

I send home an assignment sheet weekly, which is also available on my website:  www.dreamspinnerlearning.com that outlines each week’s assignments.  It is broken down into day-by-day sections to help student budget their time well and assist parents in understanding the expectations.  I always accept late homework but I automatically downgrade it by 10% if you have not arranged with me a later delivery ahead of time.

Computer:

I expect students to have access to a computer, email and the Internet (although I fully understand that the Internet access may be limited for some students).  I keep all the students’ assignments on my website and include a number of other resources there as well.  Having access to it is important.  I will not accept “I couldn’t get to it on the Internet.” as an excuse for late or missing homework.  If your home computer crashes, as they do on occasion, feel free to use the computers at your school office or at the library.

Communication:

I am always available via email:   nardalyn@gmail.com.  I am also available via the phone at 346-1189 though am often difficult to catch at home!  Do feel free to call- just know that I really dislike phone calls the night before class to ask questions about the homework from four days earlier! 

Attendance and Absences:

Attendance is required and being on time is important.  Equally important is being on time to pick students up after class.  I also have kids that need to go hither and yon and sometimes my schedule is pretty tight in terms of getting my children to their next event after class ends!  I know you parents know how that is.

Please let me know as far in advance as possible if you need to miss class for a planned activity.  A call in the morning if you must miss due to illness is sufficient.  Otherwise, your absence will count as unexcused.

Payment:

I expect a commitment for the full payment for the year long class upon enrollment. Payment can be divided into two payments, one for each semester.  I will refund a student’s payment only during the first three weeks of class.  Of course, if extenuating circumstances arise, we can discuss them!  (However, “I really don’t like having a class so early in the morning.” is not an extenuating circumstance!)

starting and ending in a timely manner.

grading homework regularly and providing useful feedback.

being available to address all concerns

being flexible with the curriculum so we are student-driven and not curriculum-driven.
